(state agencies) to file quarterly reports to the
federal government, beginning October 2009.

A Not all ARRA programs are covered by this
requirement (such as Medicaid and
Unemployment benefits).

A You should have received communication from
your federal awarding agency to clarify what is
covered and what I1s not.
